January Program: Kathy Caswell
“Whatever Works: Devising & Combining
Technigues in your Quilt”

Kathy Caswell joined AIQG when she moved back to Florida from
the Midwest. Out on the plains, she was best known on the quilt cir-
cuit as “The Dysfunctional Quilter” for her frank admission of insecu-
rity about getting things right quilt-wise (and otherwise). Kathy told
her story to quilt guilds in Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, and Okla-
homa and taught workshops also.

. At the January meeting, she will discuss what she learned about
quilting and confidence while making "When the Stars Come Out," a
large pictorial quilt that has been shown in Paducah, Houston, Chi-
cago, Pennsylvania, and California. Her presentation will include a
few how-to tips along the way.

Quilters are breaking the rules everywhere these days — with fantastic results. Kathy will bring
other samples to show how combining and modifying techniques can satisfy quilters who want to
create something unique and who like variety and improvisation. Every quilt is a story: about its
maker, its recipient, and the connections it generates between everyone involved in the process.

Kitchen. A picture was taken for Mary
Clements of Soup Train to send to the local
newspaper.

On behalf of Sylvia Hurst, Ryan’s Case for
Smiles, Barbara Nazworth thanked everyone
for their help with pillowcases. News4Jax has
selected Case For Smiles as the recipient of
the December "Positively Jax" award and on
December 18 at 8:00 AM, on the Morning
Show, the award will be presented to Leslie
Warner, co-coordinator of the local chapter. In
addition, Ryan’s Case for Smiles program has
received the Mutual of America 2015
Community Partnership Award.

Patsy had taken the
quilt top to Quiltfest for appraisal and
discovered it was made of 1920s and 30s
fabric. After deconstructing and matching new
fabric with old, this vintage quilt is a keeper.
Second favorite was Black Whirly Gigs
adopted by Stuart Vanderbloemen and third
was Heart Quilt UFO original by Judy Constant
and reworked by Judy to retain. It was
suggested that the UFO Challenge become a
regular event of the Guild.

Show and Tell included many quilts which will
be Christmas presents for loved ones as well
as finished projects started at Retreat. Mary
Williams showed a quilt made from the quilt
blocks she received upon completion of her
term as AlIQ President. Other quilts included
“Hannah’s Memories”, “President’s Quilt”,
“Paradise”, “Serenity”, “Three Wisemen”, and
“Plenty of Purple”. Sally Terry workshop
samplers were also shown. These can be
seen on the website.

Mindy Chabot, Hospitality, thanked everyone
for bringing delicious food to share. The
traditional end of the year holiday pot luck was
a lovely way to end the year.
